











Missed Collections

Missed collections are upsetting, but there is usually
a reason why material was not collected as expected.

To ensure your materials are collected,

please ensure they are:

e in acceptable containers

e out by 8:00 a.m.

e within the weight limit of 25 kg (55 Ibs)

* not hidden behind a vehicle, snow bank, or other obstruction

o free of prohibited content (e.g. hazardous or construction/renovation waste)

e not exceeding the maximum weekly volume of waste (two standard
garbage receptacles)

Other reasons for missed collections are:

* Non-recyclable item in recycling bag
e Recyclables not scheduled for collection that particular week

If an item is not collected for reasons other than the above, please consult
the back cover of this calendar.
Please do not leave uncollected material at the curb
while you are resolving the problem.
Did you know that it is against the Garbage Collection & Recycling By-Law to
put out waste/recycling prior to your collection day - even the night before?

End-of-Life Electronics & Used Oil

Paint:

Paint cans containing leftover paint
must be returned to your nearest
paint depot, located at the
Invermere Fire Department.

Open: Tuesday, 7:30pm to 9:00pm
& Sunday, 10:00a.m. to 2:00p.m.

e All kinds of paint are accepted,
including aerosol cans.

e Containers must be sealed and
clearly labeled.

e Paint in jars or yogurt containers
is not accepted.

e If paint cans are dried out and
there is no liquid left, the cans
can go in the garbage.

Household Hazardous Waste:
Household solvents, pesticides,
gasoline and other flammable
liquids can be disposed safely at
the Cranbrook Bottle Depot, at
1125 Industrial Road #3.

please call ahead (250-417-0306)
to make sure they can take your
product.

End-of-life Electronics:

The Cranbrook Bottle Depot
accepts end-of-life electronics at no
charge, including: desktop comput-
ers, computer monitors, notebook
computers, televisions, desktop
printers and fax machines.

Used Oil:

Used oil is not accepted at an
RDEK Transfer Station or landfill.
Return it to a designated used oil
depot.
